Overview: 

A tree planting project is ongoing around the whole town with trees planted in a number of locations in and around the town centre as well as in estates and approach roads. 

Last year a member of Monahan Tidy Towns (MTT) who is also employed as a garden by Monaghan town council undertook an arboriculture course from the Arb Association UK. 
Following on from our successful tree planting in 2010/2011 season a survey of all the trees stock that was in public ownership with in the town was carried out to find quantity and quality of the tree stock that is present with in the town (please see attached report). 
The report found that Monaghan had a very low number of mature trees and a two year plant plan was then formulated to rectify this. Within the plan location, sustainable species and planting methods were detailed (please see attached plan). We are very happy to say that we have hugely successful in our first year of the plan with nearly 100 street and park land trees planed during this winter season.

Monaghan Tidy Towns were instrumental in formulation of the trees survey and execution tree planting plan. Tidy Towns members in partnership with Monaghan town council surveyed all the trees in public ownership and formulated a report making recommendations that lead to the two year tree planting plan. 
The tree planting detailed in the tree planting plan was carried out with the help of Monaghan Tidy Towns volunteers and TUS worker employed by Tidy Towns under the supervision of and in partnership with Monaghan Town Council. 


As recommended in a previous report we have continued and extended the planting of trees in the town car parks. As it was not possible to plant 
trees in the car park beside McNally’s Crane hire as it is not in public 
ownership we have moved some of our “portable” trees to the area.

Trees in a poor or dangerous state have been removed and replaced by young trees – a large project of this kind has been completed along areas such as Rope Walk. Roots and stumps have been removed to leave a clean area.
